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Conditions
Annual Concession Sites
To ensure that all guests enjoy their holiday at the Park, all Site Holders, Authorised Guests and other visitors are required to
comply with the Conditions as defined below (Conditions).
1. Term
a. The rental period for Concession Sites commences at midday on 1 April and terminates at midday on 1 April the following year (Term).
b. The fee is $3050 for the 2019/20 year.
c. Concession Sites are allocated to one person only, henceforth referred to as the Site Holder, for the specified dates. Concession Sites must be applied for annually.
d. Concession Sites shall be approved at the sole discretion of the Park management.
e. Specific Concession Sites are not guaranteed, nor is there any automatic right of renewal.
2. Refunds
a.	Unless required by law or expressly set out in these Conditions, no refunds will be given on Concession Sites after the Term commences.
3.	Holiday Use Only
a. A Concession Site is granted for holiday use only (max. 80 nights per year, cumulative between all authorised persons in one Concession Site).
b. The Concession Site rates charged do not allow for permanent or continued living on the Concession Site.
c. Holiday use is defined as short stays of no more than four consecutive weeks including but not limited to; weekends, public holidays and school holidays.
4.	Subletting of Sites
a.	The subletting, assignment or transfer or letting of Concession Sites is not permitted by the Site Holder or an Authorised Guest.
5.	Occupancy of Sites
a. Only Authorised Guests are permitted to use the Concession Site without the Site Holder present, unless prior written consent has been granted by Park management.
b. It is not possible to change the Site Holder or the Authorised Guests once the application for the Concession Site has been approved unless Park management provides written approval.
c. Any guests who are not Authorised Guests are welcome, but are required to pay the nightly rates as specified by the office upon arrival.
d. All individuals must report to the office immediately on arrival, whether the Site Holder, Authorised Guests, or any other visitor.
e. While in the Park, Authorised Guests and other guests are the responsibility of the Site Holder.
f. The Site Holder must advise the office if any guest will be using their caravan or Concession Site when they themselves are not in attendance.
6. Concession Sites
a. Any objects such as wood/camping equipment/beach gear or similar may be stored underneath caravans; however, there must be a vinyl or painted plywood skirt made to hide these items.
b. All outdoor equipment such as BBQs, tables, kayaks and so forth must not be stored on grassed areas when the Concession Site is vacant to ensure the grounds can be mowed when necessary. Any items left on grassed areas will be removed from the grassed area. Items that continue to be left on grass areas will be removed from the Park and disposed of by the Himatangi Beach Holiday staff.
c. All grey water and/or kitchen wastewater must be drained into mobile wastewater containers and disposed of at dump station. Please do not empty them down the toilets.
7.	Maintenance of Concession Sites
a. Site Holders are responsible for maintaining their Concession Site in a tidy condition and to keep their caravan/annex in clean condition. No permanent (in-ground) planting is permitted.
b. During the year each Concession Site will be audited for maintenance requirements and the Site Holder will be notified of any suggested repairs or maintenance. These repairs will need to be done prior to the peak period of
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December/January. If repairs and/or maintenance are required and are not completed before end of March, then any following annual Concession Site application may not be granted.
c. No noisy building works or repairs are to be done during long holiday weekends and high/peak periods (high/peak periods specified on Schedule of Charges).
8.	Caravan Removal or Alteration
a. If changes are planned to the exterior of the caravan/annex on a Concession Site, Park management must be consulted in advance, to ensure the proposed changes are permissible.
b. If the Site Holder intends to alter or move the caravan/annex, Park management reserves the right to require alteration of the Concession Site layout.
c. Requests by a Site Holder to remove alter or otherwise change the exterior of a caravan/annex may be declined by Park management.
d. The Site Holder must obtain approval from the Park proprietors before digging holes, placing paving stones or carrying out other works of a permanent nature. If any work is carried out, it must be in agreement with all Park health & safety requirements.
e. On termination of this Agreement any such works shall be removed at the Site Holder's cost and the Concession Site returned to its original condition at the date of this Agreement.
f. No noisy building works or repairs are to be done during long holiday weekends or peak periods.
9.	Fire Safety
a. A maximum of five litres of fuel is permitted on a Concession Site. This is only permitted if stored in a container
complying with the following prescribed requirements (AS/NZS 2906:2001) or as otherwise notified.
b. All gas bottles must be kept in current hydro-test survey.
c. An active smoke detector must be correctly installed in all caravans/annex.
d. Every Site Holder is strongly encouraged to keep a min. 0.9kg ABC fire extinguisher in current survey on their Concession Site.
e. The Site Holder must familiarise themselves with and comply with the Evacuation Plan for the Park (available on request at Park office).
10. Gazebos
a. A gazebo may be permitted if the sides are not enclosed, the canvas and frame is removed when the Concession Site is not occupied, and the frame is located within the Concession Site boundary.
b. Prior written approval by Park management must be sought before a gazebo may be installed.
11. Vehicles/Parking
a. Only one vehicle is permitted to be parked on each Concession Site, provided that it can be accommodated totally within the Concession Site's boundaries. All other vehicles are to be parked outside of the Park grounds.
b. For any additional vehicles, prior arrangements with Park management must be made but is not guaranteed and may not always be available. Fees may apply if there is space available.
c. Campers are not to park on unused Sites without prior written approval by Park management.
12. Visitors who are not Authorised Guests
a. Visitors (not staying the night) are welcome while Site Holders or Authorised Guests are in the park. All visitors must report to the office on arrival.
b. Visitor vehicles are not permitted in the Park grounds.
c. Visitors must leave before 9.00pm unless registered as camping guests and Fees are to be paid prior to 8.00pm.
d. Visitors must observe all Park rules and the Site Holder shall be responsible for the actions of their visitors, a copy of the Park rules is located at the Park office.
13. Power
a. The Site Holder must, at commencement of the Term, provide Park management with the electrical certificate number and a warrant that covers the total length of the Term.
b. It is the Site Holder's responsibility to ensure that their caravan has a current electrical warrant of fitness (EWoF) displayed in the front window at all times. Park management will organise the EWoF on behalf of the Site Holder when it is required provided that the cost of the EWoF is paid for by the Site Holder on or before the due date.
c. Caravans without a EWoF must not connect to the power boxes.
d. Tents may connect to power boxes providing that an approved lead with a residual current device (or RCD) fitted is used.
e. Power is to be switched off when a Concession Site is vacated.
14. Fires and Barbeques
a. Open fires are strictly prohibited within the Park, the reserve and on the beach.
b. Only portable gas barbecues of safe construction are permitted.
c. An enclosed brazier may be permitted but a fine mesh must be installed in the chimney to prevent sparks escaping. Park management must be consulted in advance, to ensure the brazier is permissible. Failure to consult with Park management will result in a prohibition of braziers for the remainder of the Concession term.
d. If the local fire siren sounds in town, follow reasonable directions of the Park. As the Fire Station is located nearby, it may be an alert for the volunteer firefighters rather than the Park. In the unlikely event of a Civil Defence
emergency, Park staff will advise of evacuation procedures.
15. Fireworks Prohibition
a. No fireworks are permitted in the Park grounds or reserve as they have the potential to cause danger or damage.
b. The Manawatu District Council Bylaw prohibits the setting off of fireworks in any public place without the prior written consent of the council or an authorised officer.
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c.	Fireworks being set off in the Park may result in the offender/Site Holder/Authorised Guest or other visitor being asked to leave the Park.
16. Bicycles, Skateboards and Scooters
a. No bicycles, skateboards, scooters or other wheeled devices are permitted in or around the amenity areas or on any concrete footpath as these are a risk to health and safety.
b. The onus is on all cyclists/riders to wear helmets when riding bicycles/skateboards/scooters or similar and to use such items in accordance with all applicable user rules.
c. Bikes/skateboards/scooters or similar must be put away after dark.
d. Bikes/skateboards/scooters or similar will be confiscated if these rules are disregarded.
e. Confiscated bikes, skateboards or scooters will be returned to the Site Holder after 48 hours however, repeated disregard for these rules may result in permanent confiscation or termination of this Agreement.
17. Playground
a.	The Park playground is out of bounds from dark until 7.00am.
18. Park Gates
a. During peak holiday periods the Park entrance will open at 6.30am and close at 10.30pm.
b. On New Years Eve gates will close at 7.30pm.
19. Speed Limits
a. As the roads are a shared area the speed limit within the Park grounds is 5km/h at all times.
b. Observe the traffic signs and watch for children.
c. Speeding, dangerous or reckless driving could result in your vehicle being denied entry to the Park.
20. Noise
a. Complete quietness must be observed between the hours of 10.30pm and 7.00am. (except on new years eve when quiet time is between 1pm and 7am)
b. Electronic or musical equipment must be played at low volume at all times.
c. Gross breaches of these requirements should be reported to the Park management.
d. Parental control of children is expected at all times. In consideration for other guests, children are not to be roaming the Park grounds unsupervised between the hours of 9.30pm and 7.00am.
21. Smoking, Alcohol, and Drugs
a. Smoking is not permitted in any buildings or facilities, or in the playground, in line with the council's Smoke Free policy.
b. Excessive consumption of alcohol is not permitted anywhere within the park grounds.
c. Be considerate of other people if consuming alcohol and exercise restraint.
d. Site Holders are responsible for the actions of their Authorised Guests and other visitors at all times while in the Park.
e. No illicit or illegal substances or drugs are to be in the possession of or used by any person within the Park grounds.
f. Repeat disregard for these rules may result in the offender/Site Holder/Authorised Guest or other visitor being asked to leave the Park and this Agreement terminated.
22. Cooking and Washing Facilities
a. Children under the age of five must be accompanied by an adult when using the toilets and shower facilities.
b. The kitchen is for food preparation/dishwashing. No sitting/lying on benches or loitering is permitted — it is not a recreation room for children.
c. Charging of mobile devices is at owner's risk. The Park proprietors and management are not responsible for the damage or loss of any devices.
d. No water balloons or similar are to be filled in the amenities blocks or kitchen area.
23. Laundry
a.	Private washing machines and dryers are not permitted to be used in the Park.
24. Rubbish
a. The Park rubbish bins are to be used for domestic table waste only.
b. Recycling bins are to be used for all recycling materials, including bottles, cans, cardboard and plastics.
c. No large items, chairs, gazebos, tables, carpet, BBQs, umbrellas, are to be dumped anywhere within the Park grounds. Campers must remove all their other refuse from the Park grounds and reserve.
d. No fish waste/shellfish in any of the bins within the Park.
25. Trees, Shrubs and Gardens
a.	Trees are important for both sun protection and Park aesthetics and must not be cut down, pruned, or damaged in any way.
26. Animals
a. All pets must be authorised by Park management before entering the Park grounds.
b. The dog policy may be found on the notice board and must be obeyed or the dog will not be allowed to enter the Park.
c. When dogs are tied up on a Concession Site they must stay within that Concession Site and not be able to cross the Concession Site's boundaries.
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27. Property Damage
a.	To the fullest extent permitted by law, Park owners and management will not be held responsible for the loss, theft or damage of any property for any reason, regardless of the cause, including any fault pertaining to any fitting, applicant or piece of apparatus within the vicinity of the Park.
28. Behaviour
a. The Park is for enjoyment of all guests and visitors. Consideration of others is essential.
b. Park management may, in its discretion, cancel an Agreement if behaviour or activities occur that are incompatible to the effective running of the Park. All New Zealand legislation and Manawatu District Council Bylaws must be complied with at all times.
29. Fees
a.	Failure to pay Fees in full on time may result in the reallocation of the Concession Site. Fees are to be paid by the Site Holder to the Park on the due date without set off or deduction.
30. Abandonment
a. Abandoning for the purposes of this Agreement is defined as the Site Holder failing to renew their Concession within 30days of the expiry, unless other arrangements have been authorised by the Park prior to the expiry date.
b. After 30 days if the Site Holder fails to renew their Concession, a written letter will be sent to the Site Holder requesting immediate removal of their property by the date two weeks from which the letter is sent. If the Site Holder fails to reply to this letter and negotiate a reasonable removal date, or fails to remove the property within the 2 weeks then by signing this agreement you consent to your property rights be transferred to Park Management to dispose of the abandoned items as they see fit.
31. Sale of Caravan
a. Park management must be informed when a caravan is up for sale but is to remain on the Concession Site, and the Park proprietors must meet with the prospective buyers before any transaction is finalised. Prospective buyers must apply for a Concession Site. The Park holds discretion in their decision to accept the prospective buyers application.
b. The Site Holder or caravan owner must pay to the Park an administration fee of $1500. This fee must be paid prior to possession.
c. If these terms are not agreeable, then the Site Holder must arrange for the caravan to be taken off the Concession Site. Everything must then be removed from the Concession site, and it must be left completely empty.
d. For the avoidance of doubt, this Agreement is not transferable unless the sale of a caravan has occurred.
32. Change of Park Ownership
a. This Agreement may be terminated with 30 days' written notice provided by the Park to the Site Holder, should there be any change in ownership of the Park.
b. Fees will be returned to the Site Holder on a pro rata basis in the event a change of park ownership occurs and an Agreement is terminated.
33. Termination Without Cause
a.	The Park proprietors may terminate a Concession Site agreement at any time at their discretion, and they are not required to provide a reason for this decision.
34. Indemnity
a.	The Site Holder indemnifies the Park proprietors, management and representatives for any loss, cost or expense to the Park proprietors, management or representatives, as a direct or indirect consequence of any breach of this
Agreement or the Park rules by the Site Holder, Authorised Guests or visitors or tenants of the Site Holder.
35. Privacy
a.	Site Holders and Authorised Guests acknowledge that we may collect, use or disclose your personal information in accordance with the Privacy Act 1993 and all relevant privacy codes.
36. General
a. No amendment, modification or alteration to these Conditions will be effective unless it is agreed in writing between the parties.
b. If any provision of Conditions is or becomes invalid, illegal or unenforceable, the validity, legality or enforceability of the remaining provisions will not in any way be affected or impaired. The parties agree to negotiate in good faith in order to agree the terms of a mutually satisfactory provision.
c. These Conditions are to governed by, and construed in accordance with the laws of New Zealand and the parties each agree to submit to the non-exclusive jurisdiction of the Courts of New Zealand.
